Past experience indicates that to insure a positive learning experience for beginning students it is necessary to limit
both the selection of band instruments and class size. To assure an instrumental balance (proportionally correct
number of high, medium and low ‘voiced’ instruments) enrollment in flute, saxophone and snare drum will be

limited within each school. The number of flutes, saxophones and snare drums will be determined by the

instrumental faculty. Therefore, each student MUST select 2 instruments (#1 and #2) he/she would be equally
interested in learning to play. Forms not having two choices (if selecting a band instrument) WILL BE RETURNED.
Students may assume their first choice of instrument unless contacted by the instrumental faculty prior to the rental
night.

6. Accept responsibility for the maintenance of the instrument.
